Public Transportation
From the Ashby BART station:

Walking: It is a 10 block walk (8 blocks east up Ashby and 2 blocks north on Telegraph)

Bus: Take the AC transit #9 line east up Ashby, exit on Telegraph and walk 2 blocks north to 2850
Telegraph

From Downtown Berkeley BART:

Bus: Take the AC transit #40 line and exit at Telegraph and Oregon
From North Berkeley and hills:

There is the AC transit #65 line that runs along Euclid, the AC transit #67 line that runs along Spruce, the
AC transit #7 line that runs along Arlington, and from the Solano/Colusa area take the AC transit #43 line,
for all of these lines you must transfer at the Downtown Berkeley BART and take the AC transit #40 line to
Telegraph/ Oregon.

e Oakland Airport

Airport/Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) flyoakland.com. Air-BART is a direct shuttle between the
Oakland Airport and the Oakland Coliseum/Airport BART station, operating approximately every fifteen
minutes between 6:05 AM and 11:50 PM (between 8:00 AM and 11:45 PM on Sundays). The shuttle stops
at the island in front of the Airport's baggage claim area, and at the COLISEUM BART station. Ticket
machine inside terminal, drivers do not accept cash. One way fare is $2.00 ($0.50 for children under 5).



At the Coliseum station, buy a BART ticket from a machine; the fare to Berkeley (one-way) is $1.80 to
$2.00. BART runs M-F 4:00 a.m. to midnight, Sat. 6 a.m. to midnight, Sun. 8 a.m. to midnight. Take the
northbound RICHMOND train, exit at one of the three Berkeley stations depending upon your destination.
If you are coming directly to MSRI, from the Ashby Station, it is a 10 block walk, 8 blocks east up Ashby
and 2 blocks north on Telegraph, OR take the AC transit bus #9 east up Ashby, exit on Telegraph and walk
2 blocks north to 2850 Telegraph. With luggage, it may be easier to exit at the Downtown Berkeley Station,
take the AC transit bus #40 to Telegraph Ave. & Oregon St. and exit directly in front of MSRI (2850
Telegraph).
